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1296. EOI release to Sean Parnell on Movement Alert List

Issue:

Talking points to support the FOI request from Sean Parnell (The Australian),
seeking summary documents detailing the number of individuals on the
Movement Alert List (MAL). He asks for:

e their country of citizenship or, in the case of Australians, state of
residence

e the country or, in the case of Australia, agency responsible for making
the notification

¢ the number of matches recorded, for each year (financial or calendar)
since 1 January 2000

e any documents detailing the current categories

e identifying or demographic information on the list (for example, age,
hair colour, etc).

Talking points:

e The Department of Immigration and Citizenship helps facilitate the
entry of genuine travellers to Australia, and the prevention of entry of
those likely to threaten the national interest, through a whole-of-
government, layered approach to border management.

e We start with a universal visa system where all non-citizens must apply
for, and be successfully granted, a visa. When they do, checks are
made against a number of department systems, one of which is the
Movement Alert List (MAL).

e MAL is the department’s primary tool for protecting the country from
those people who may pose a serious threat to the Australian
community, and alerts department officers and other Australian
Government agencies to adverse information about individuals who are
applying for visas and citizenships, and/or attempting to travel to
Australia.

e MAL is a centralised, high-quality database containing details of people
and travel documents of concern to the Australia community. It holds
details of identities of concern for reasons such as national security,
Interpol, travel sanctions and immigration, including character, health
and compliance.

e The list also holds information about lost, stolen, cancelled, counterfeit,
fraudulently altered or otherwise suspect foreign government passports
and other travel documents.



People may be listed on MAL when they have serious criminal records.
Other people listed include those whose presence in Australia may
constitute a risk to the Australian community and people who may not
enter Australia as they are subject to exclusion periods prescribed by
migration legislation. This can occur for a number of reasons including
health concerns, debts owed to the Commonwealth or other adverse
immigration records.

There are a number of sources of information relating to criminal and/or
security matters that result in a person being entered onto MAL.

Currently there are more than 647 000 identities on MAL, of which 49
per cent are national security alerts. There are 1.73 million documents
of interest.

About 3.5 million MAL cases are processed each year.

Data relating to national security threats and/or alerts on MAL are
collected by external agencies.

There are a number of reasons why people from one country might
feature more prominently over another on the MAL. Some of the data
relate to documents the person holds, while other records are related
to personal identity or character. The country’s historical background
can also have an impact on whether data are collected on MAL, as can
input from other external organisations.

It is also important to note that some data on MAL may have been
registered many years ago.

Additional questions asked by journalist:

an explanation of what the data relating to ‘match cases’ is
citizenship/nationality data clarification

an explanation of ‘incoming vs completed match cases’

in relation to the Protiviti report, as reported in early June -
whether there is any estimate of how many records on MAL, or
what proportion of records, will need updating or correcting (or
how many have been updated or corrected), since July 1?

Talking points:

We are working, in collaboration with other agencies, to further improve
our records on the CMAL (both PAL and DAL). The quality of records is
improving, as evidenced by the increased number of match cases in
the past few months. When new information is available, and the
CMAL records are updated, additional match cases are resolved.



e The department's minimum data standards have been raised and in
many cases we are now starting with better information for new alert
records.

e Sometimes incomplete records are generated in response to the
receipt of partial information. When it comes to incomplete records, we
try to fill in the blanks as much as possible. Follow-up and review of
these records is also undertaken as much as possible.

e We have instigated a process where departmental and other external
agency officers are given specific lists of older records that do not meet
minimum data standard. They then seek additional details, and this
results in higher quality information when these records are updated.

e The reasons for any increases and surges in the number of matches
against CMAL vary and can be attributed to the natural ebb and flow of
the department's business. When people apply for a visa, CMAL
checks are performed at various stages. Surges in any particular
month could correspond to a time when there were lots of people
arriving in Australia, in peak holiday season when there is an increase
in the number of tourist visas, when a prominent event is being held
here or in a neighbouring country, or when there is a surge in the
number of student visa applications (which generally occur at two
separate points in a year).

e Inrelation to DAL, the large groupings of certain nationalities is more
closely linked with the geopolitical changes of the past 10 years which
has resulted in some states canceling the passports of former citizens
who now reside in new republics.

e In relation to the department’s PAL listings, one of the largest
groupings relates to health alerts, specifically those relating to
tuberculosis (TB). As TB is more prevalent in some countries than
others, then accordingly so are the resulting health alerts recorded on
CMAL.

e Incoming matches are the potential matches flagged by CMAL.
Completed matches are finalised match cases. There are a number of
reasons for the differences between incoming and completed match
cases. For example, a new or changed alert record may result in a
new potential match against a former client who has already departed
Australia and whose visa has expired.

Background (not for release to media):

The Central Movement Alert List (CMAL) is a computer database that stores
identities and travel documents of concern to the Australian community.

The MAL is not a mandated system under the Migration Act 1958. However,
the MAL facilitates the processes for governing border security, most



noticeably to regulate (in the national interest) the coming into, and presence
in Australia, of non citizens (section 4(1) of the Migration Act).

National Security Alerts (ASIO), UN Sanctions and Autonomous sanctions
(DFAT) are provided by external agencies to DIAC for inclusion on the MAL.
The volume of National security alerts rose steadily post 9/11. ASIO alerts as
a proportion of total alerts reduced in 2010-11 primarily due of an ASIO data
quality effort. UN and Autonomous sanctions increased this year due to world
issues and the commensurate increase in sanctions issued by the Foreign
Minister.

One of the largest nationality groups currently on DAL is the cancelled
passports from the former Russian Federation. When a states breaks-away
from a Federation, the Federation will generally cancel the passports of the
citizens of the break-a-way state, who will then issue new passport
documents to their citizens. Cancelled passports are bulk loaded in DAL to
ensure that the now cancelled identity documents are not fraudulently used.

Passports are removed from DAL after 10 years or as they expire (maximum
of 10 years). This means the demography of DAL is continuously changing

and is more volatile than the demography of PAL records. PAL records may
be retained on MAL for up to 120 years depending upon the alert type.

CHINESE citizensdominate Australia’'s border control watch list, the secretive
database compiled by intelligence, law enfor cement and other gover nment agencies
to keep the nation safe.

And while the number of people with ablack mark next to their name fluctuates - it was
314,462 in June, some for a variety of reasons - the proportion deemed to be a potential
threat to national security isfalling.

A month before the 10th anniversary of the New Y ork terrorist attacks, The Weekend
Australian has been given arare glimpse of the Movement Alert List and can reveal that
criminal - and health - concerns are on therise.

The MAL, administered by the Department of Immigration and Citizenship on behalf of
severa government agencies, stores biographic details of identities and travel documents
of concern to immigration authorities. It is used for visa processing, border control and
investigative purposes.

Datareleased by DIAC under Freedom of Information laws show 34,189 individuals with
Chinese citizenship, or more than 10 per cent of the total, are on the MAL. The next
largest national group isthe 21,643 from India.

Data held on the MAL has constantly increased over the past five years but appears to be
tapering off and the composition is also changing.

National security classifications cover the largest proportion of people on the MAL, 49.2
per cent in March; that, however, has fallen from 58.27 per cent in June 2009. The number
of classifications of that type have also fallen.

By contrast, health notifications are rising - in number and proportion of the total, from

9.09 per cent in June 2009 to 11.08 per cent in March - and tuberculosisis akey factor.

Also rising are the criminal alerts which, if combined in a single category, would now
comprise amost 15 per cent of the total.

The newly released information shows the number of potential and confirmed matches has
been increasing of late, with fewer non-compl etions than in previous years, possibly
reflecting improvement in the quality of data.
